1. What is it called when by the power of the Holy Spirit and through the words and actions of the priest, the bread and wine become the Body and Blood of Christ?  It is called the consecration.

2. After the gifts of bread and wine are brought forward, the priest prays over them and how do we respond?  We say, “Blessed be God for ever.”

3. After the consecration the priest invites us to proclaim our faith, and then how do we respond?  We say, “Christ has died, Christ has risen, Christ will come again.
4. By praying the “Lamb of God” what are we doing?  We are asking Jesus for forgiveness and peace.

5. After we pray the “Lamb of God” what happens?  We receive Holy Communion.

6. During what part of the mass do we present the gifts of bread and wine?  We present them during the Liturgy of the Eucharist.

7. When does the priest pray the Eucharistic prayer?  He prays this prayer during the Liturgy of the Eucharist.

8. What do we say at the end of the Eucharistic prayer?  We say “Amen.”

9. What happens during the Eucharistic prayer?

· We praise God by singing the Holy, Holy, Holy.

· We remember what Jesus said at the Last Supper.

· We remember that the bread and wine become the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ.
